Therules of the church in the matter of godparents are very clear. At least one Catholic godparent is required at a Catholic baptism.
The requirements for a single godparent are from the Code of Canon Law:

Canon #3872 "In the baptism of children, agodparent is to be present in order to represent the expansion of the spiritual family of
the one to be baptized and the role of the Church as amother. Asoccasion offers, the godparent helpsthe parents
to lead the child to professthe faith and to show thisby living it."

Canon #3874 "To be admitted to the role of godparent, a person must be able to profess with the parents the church’s faith when
the child is being baptized and be able to help the parents as necessary to bring up the child as agood Christian. Have
completed the sixteenth year of age, unless the diocesan bishop has established another age, or an exception is made
for aspecia reason. Be a Catholic who has been confirmed and has already received the most holy sacrament
of the Eucharist and leads a life of faith in keeping with the role of the sponsor/godpar ent; not be bound by any
canonical penalty legitimately imposed or declared; not be the father or the mother of the one to be baptized.”
